of the ships arriving/departing the port
need comfortable margins when it comes
to the depth of water available. Currently,
the deepest berths available in the north
and south container terminals of the port
have alongside draughts of between 15
and 16m.

This compares with the third terminal
being developed by RSGT, which will have
18m of water and its own deeper draught
16.5m access channel.

‘We are planning for the future and
will have the deepest water of any termi-
nal in Jeddah' Alireza told C/. ‘This
means any ship that has the space to top
up with heavy chemicals in the port, say
en route to the Far East from Europe and/
or the US, will be able to do so without
any problems.’
